At 7:00 p.m. the meeting was called to order by Mayor Arrington followed by the pledge of allegiance and
invocation.

Privilege of the Floor:

No one spoke.

Motion by Trustee Sternberg, seconded by Trustee Hartman, that the Village of Owego rescind a previous

motion making the Village Lead Agency on a SEQR review for 200 West Avenue. Trustees Lockwood,
Hartman, Sternberg, and Mayor Arrington voted yes. Trustee Clark abstained.

Passed 4-0

Sale of Waste Water — what has our attorney at Hancock and Estabrook done on the SEQR for the waste water
contract? Attorney Graven responded: Since we have no contract yet — they have not done anything vet.

Motion by Trustee Hartman, seconded by Trustee Lockwood, for approval to let 53 Spencer Avenue be torn
down.

Discussion: The code officer has closed this building in 2008 and 2009. The roof leaks and no repairs have
been done to it. The county sold this property as a condemned, unsafe property.

Unanimously Approved
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Supt. Jeff Soules update — 17 Fulton Street - county working to have it removed.

Keep 4 Fox; 81 Chestnut; and 17 Fulton on as old business.

Mation by Trustee Clark, seconded by Trustee Lockwood, to rescind the motion of 2008 by Trustee Arrington
which established Roberts Rules of Order simplified and applied as the parliamentary authority for the
Village of Owego Board of Trustees. Trustees Clark, Lockwood, and Hartman voted yes. Trustee Sternberg
voted no.

Motion Failed 3-1

Motion by Trustee Clark, seconded by Trustee Sternberg, to rescind the motion of September 20, 2010 made
by myself that established data requirements for fire department membership applications; and FURTHER
MOVE to rescind the motion of November 15, 2010 by Trustee Legursky to establish a form specific to the

Board of Trustees for fire department membership applications. Motion tabled pending comment from
Village Attorney.

Motion by Trustee Clark, seconded by Trustee Lockwood, to adopt the following resolution:

WHEREAS, the Code of the Village of Owego established the statutory authority for the Board of Trustees of
the Village of Owego to appoint members to the fire companies; and WHEREAS, the Code of the Village of
Owego does not establish specific procedural rules for appointing members to the fire companies; and
WHEREAS, N.Y. Village Law §4-412 gives the Board of Trustees of the Village of Owego the statutory
authority to “determine the rules of its procedure™; and WHEREAS, having the Board of Trustees of the
Village of Owego create or require unnecessary duplication or unnecessary redundancy of forms and
information is not in the best interests of the citizens of the Village of Owego; NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT
RESOLVED that, the Board of Trustees of the Village of Owego hereafter will only require a photocopy of a
completed Owego Fire Department Membership Application for consideration of appointments for fire
department membership; and BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Social Security Number and Drivers
License ID number may, at the discretion of the fire chief, be backed out to protect confidential identity
information. Trustees Clark, Lockwood, Hartman, and Mayor Arrington voted yes. Trustee Sternberg voted
no.

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Motion by Trustee Sternberg, seconded by Trustee Lockwood, to approve a $500 fee from the H.O.M.
towards the cost to the Village for expenses due to the Strawberry Festival (Police, DPW, Fire Police).
Discussion: Trustee Hartman wanted to know where the vendor’s fee went? Pat Hansen responded —
entertainment, port-a-johns, busing, etc.

Mayor Arrington — Can we get a copy of the H.O.M. Financial Statement? Pat Hansen responded — yes.

Attorney Graven: The wine tasting requires an insurance policy covering any liability to the Village. Paid for
by the H.O.M.

The board would like to look at the other events — Holiday showcase, 5" Annual Lights on the River to see
what expenses would be.

RE: 2010 New York Main Street Program

On February 16, 2010 the Village of Owego Board gave authorization (a copy of the motion Is
enclosed) to apply for the New York State Main Street Program. This grant 1s administered by
the Tioga County ED&P. This grant is to help the targeted area repair buildings with
commercial and residential spaces. The grant has been awarded; the projects have been picked
and will soon be put out to bid for work to be started.

A secondary part of the grant was a streetscape enhancement for Lake Street, new lighting, a
village clock, trash cans, planters and directional signs to various parking lots around the village.
The cost of this portion of the grant is $41,113.00 (a copy of the price list is enclosed). This is a
100% reimbursement.

1 am requesting permission to order the various parts to complete our portion of the grant. The
payment is to be made as other grants through the Clerk Treasurers Office.
